Exodus 15:26 For | am the Lord who heals you.

Isaiah 53:1,4-5 Who has believed our report? ... Surely He has borne our griefs (sicknesses and diseases) and carried our
sorrows (pains, afflictions). He was wounded for our transgressions. He was bruised for our iniquities. The chastisement
for our peace was upon Him, and by His (Jesus) stripeswe are healed.

> healed = rapha’: to cure, make whole, to mend, Physician

Matthew 8:16-17 He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled which was

spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: “He (Jesus) Himself took our infirmitiesand bore our sicknesses.”
>Bore= nasa’: carry away, bear up; to lift, cast

| Peter 2:24 Who Himself (Jesus) bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for

righteousness - by whose stripes you wer e healed.
> Jesus bore our sicknesses at the same time and in the same way that He bore our sins.

Colossians 2:14-15 (God) having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to
us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross Having disarmed principalities and powers, He

made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over themin it
»Thosein Christ have been given the verdict — not guilty. All claims against you have been settled by Jesus' blood.

Healing is in the Atonement!
Leviticus 17:11 for the life of the flesh isin the blood, and | have given it to you upon the atar to make atonement for
your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.

Psalm 105:37 He also brought them out (of Egypt)...and there was none feeble (sick) among His tribes.
»Leaving Egypt there was not one Israelite of 2-3 million that were sick because they ate the Passover Lamb the night before.

| Corinthians 5:7 For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed.

Luke 22:15 Jesus said, “With fervent desire | have desired to eat the Passover with you before | suffer.”
»Jesus' fervent desire wastogive you the Passover, Himself.

| Corinthians 11:24-25 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, “ Take, eat; thisis My body which is broken
for you; do thisin remembrance of Me.” In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the

new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.”
> Jesus wants you to take and eat what He gave, His body and blood, for your healing and for forgiveness of your sins.

Psalms 103:1-2 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits, Who forgives al your iniquities, Who heals
all your diseases...

Psalm 69:15 ...whodaily loads us with benefits.

»Healingis your redemptive birthright, one of your benefits.

Galatians 3: 13-14 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is
written, “ Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree” ), that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentilesin Christ
Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

» Redeem = to liberate or rescue from captivity or bondage or from any obligation to suffer by paying an equivalent penalty

»Curses of the law that you have been redeemed from are listed in Deut. 28:15-61, including “every serious and prolonged sickness’ vs59 and
“every sickness and every plague which is not written in the book of thelaw” vs. 51 Sicknesses are written under the lists of curses.

» God's plan isfor good. Healing is good.
